Australia 2013  

 

 

Australia 2013 will be an International 

Exhibition at the Exhibition Buildings in 

Carlton 14th ð19th May 2013. This 

marks the centenary of the Kangaroo and 

Map stamps. Planning is well underway 

and souvenirs are available.

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The VPC has available some sets of philatel-

ic displays for loan to Societies and Clubs 

wanting to have some special / different ac-

tivity. The titles are:  

Seebeck Issues of Ecuador  
16 pages showing representative sets of stamps and covers from 

Ecuador during the period of Nicholas Seebeckõs contract [1890 to 

1896]. The issues were prolific, earning the ire of collectors and 

catalogue publishers at the time and since.   

 

The Development of Australiaõs  

Internal Airmail Services  
16 pages of stamps and covers from the Guillaux flight of 1914 to 

the 1941 Melbourne -Sydney first night mail service. It is fully il-

lustrated in colour.  

 

Famous Stamps  
24 pages showing famous stamps and their stories. These range 

from the 1840 Penny Black  to the firsts of certain issues such as 

the first mini -sheet, the first airmail, the first inverted stamp, etc. 

It is a fun exhibit and will draw comment from viewers.  

 

Japanese Occupation of Malaya  
16 pages showing the range of Japanese overprints on Malayan 

stamps from 1942 to 1945, and the British Military Administration 

cancels from 1945. This exhibit is well researched and of great 

interest.  

 

The Carriage of Mail By Air  
16 pages setting out the development of mail carried in the air: 

from the Paris balloon mail of 1870 to space shuttle airmail of 

1983. The range of delivery methods is mind -boggling and this 

exhibit is fully illustrated with stamps, covers, and informative 

text.  

 

Rocket Mail  
15 pages from a much longer [128 pages!] display which traces the 

development of rocket mail. It is fully illustrated and includes pag-

es from Austria, U.S.A., India, Germany, Australia, Netherlands, 

Yugoslavia, Cuba, and Russia. It is staggering to learn that so 

many of these rockets crashed!  

 

 

 

Displays Available for Loan to Philatelic Societies/ Stamp Clubs  

Australian Postage Dues  
24 pages showing postage due stamp series from N.S.W. ,Victoria, 

and the Commonwealth of Australia from 1890 to 1963.  It includes 

a few covers and the text is informative for sorting out the various 

issues. 

 

Aden -The Dhows  
13 pages showing the first issue of the colony in 1937. This is 

known as the Dhow issue. Its scope includes value tablet proofs, the 

use of high values on cover, colour variations, a specimen set, and 

good commercial usages. The text explains the illustrated items.  

 

Victoria ð A Thematic Album  
10 pages of a downloadable album, which illustrates some aspects 

of Victoria as shown on postage stamps. It includes history, fauna 

and flora, culture, sport, famous Victorians, etc. It is primarily 

aimed at juniors.  

 

Northern Territory - 

A Thematic Album  
10 pages of a downloadable album, which illustrates some aspects 

on the Northern Territory as shown on Australian postage stamps. 

It includes history, fauna and flora, Aboriginal art, and the land-

scape, etc. It is primarily aimed at juniors.  

 

Antarctic Photographic Essays  
13 pages showing the photographic essays, which were presented to 

members of the Post Office Advisory Board on designs. Illustrated 

are the essays themselves, the photographs upon which they were 

based, and copies of the resultant approved stamp designs. It covers 

the period 1959 to 1966.  

 

The Stamp Issues of Hungary  
40 pages displaying a serial collection of stamps and mini -sheets 

from 1871 to 1951. It is very well illustrated but has limited text. It 

is a very comprehensive and colourful display.  

 

Collecting Cricket as a Stamp Topic  
13 pages of fascinating material about cricket. It includes stamps, 

advertising, tickets, mini -sheets, blocks, covers, postcards, picture -

postcards, proofs, cards, telephone cards and errors.  This is a dis-

play that non -stamp collectors would also find fascinating!  

 

These displays are available through the 

VPC Secretary or the VPC News editor. 

Their contact details are on page 1. There is 

no charge for affiliated clubs and societies.
