Displays Available for Loan

The VPC has available some sets of phila-
telic displays for loan to Societies and Clubs
wanting to have some special / different ac-
tivity. Some titles are:

Seebeck Issues of Ecuador
16 pages showing representative sets of stamps and covers from
Ecuador during the period of Ni
1896]. The issues were prolific, earning the ire of collectors and
catalogue publishers at the time and since.

The Devel opment

Internal Airmail Services
16 pages of stamps and covers from the Guillaux flight of 1914 to
the 1941 Melbourne -Sydney first night mail service. It is fully il-
lustrated in colour.

of

Famous Stamps
24 pages showing famous stamps and their stories. These range
from the 1840 Penny Black to the firsts of certain issues such as
the first mini -sheet, the first airmail, the first inverted stamp, etc.
It is a fun exhibit and will draw comment from viewers.

Japanese Occupation of Malaya
16 pages showing the range of Japanese overprints on Malayan
stamps from 1942 to 1945, and the British Military Administration
cancels from 1945. This exhibit is well researched and of great
interest.

The Carriage of Mail By Air
16 pages setting out the development of mail carried in the air:
from the Paris balloon mail of 1870 to space shuttle airmail of
1983. The range of delivery methods is mind -boggling and this
exhibit is fully illustrated with stamps, covers, and informative
text.

Rocket Mall

15 pages from a much longer [128 pages!] display which traces the
development of rocket mail. It is fully illustrated and includes
pages from Austria, U.S.A., India, Germany, Australia, Nether-
lands, Yugoslavia, Cuba, and Russia. It is staggering to learn that
so many of these rockets crashed!

Australian Postage Dues
24 pages showing postage due stamp series from N.S.W. ,Victoria,
and the Commonwealth of Australia from 1890 to 1963. It in-
cludes a few covers and the text is informative for sorting out the
various issues.

Aden -The Dhows

13 pages showing the first issue of the colony in 1937. This is
known as the Dhow issue. Its scope includes value tablet proofs,
the use of high values on cover, colour variations, a specimen set,
and good commercial usages. The text explains the illustrated
items.

Collecting Cricket as a Stamp Topic
13 pages of fascinating material about cricket. It includes stamps,
advertising, tickets, mini  -sheets, blocks, covers, postcards, picture -
postcards, proofs, cards, telephone cards and errors. This is a dis-
play that non -stamp collectors would also find fascinating!

GARY BROWN

Gary has been a collector since
a child, first collecting the
whole world and then British
Commonwealth and especially
remembers the holidays and
the Ampol Stamps. In the
early 1970s he joined Ring-
wood Stamp Society and in
1977 became a member of the
Royal Philatelic Society of Vic-
toria, later being a Council
member and its President for 2
years: he became one of the 10
inaugural Fellows of the Soci-
ety in 2010.

Gary is a current member of
the VPC and a Past President.
He was on the ¢
Melbourne Stampshow 2002
and Melbourne Stampshow
2009. He has organized and
run Exhibitorsod

He became interested in Ex-
hibiting in 1982 and entered
Stampex 86 for the first go
and has been exhibiting ever since. Over the years Gary has exhibited entries such as Tu-
nisia till WWII, South Africa Aerogrammes, The Airgraph System 1941 -45, South Ara-
bian Federation and the South Africa Protea Series.

His particular love is Aden, where his Aden Postal History in 2010 achieved his long held
goal of a Large Gold at both FIAP and FIP level. It also received the Grand Prix at Bang-
kok 2010. Gary was invited in 2011 to show this exhibit at both the Royal Philatelic Soci-

ety of London, where he is a Fellow, and also at the yearly meeting weekend of the Society

of Postal Historians. Gary was a founding member of the Aden Study Group and was edi-
tor of its jJjournal 0The Dhowo6 for its firs

Gary trained to be a judge in 1999, and in 2001 qualified to be a National Judge in Postal
History. He now qualifies also in Traditional, Postal Stationery and Aerophilately. In
2006 at Washington 2006 he became an International judge.

Gary is currently the International Officer of the Australian Philatelic Federation having
been a President for 2 years from 2006. He is also in charge of Commissioner and Cus-
toms matters for Australian entries in Overseas Exhibitions. On the International scene
Gary is a member of the FIAP Executive, Secretary to the FIP Traditional Commission
and Vice President & Philatelic Matters for Australia 2013.
