Downloadable Stamp Albums

The Australian Philatelic Federation has
taken up the downloadable stamp album
project initiated by the VPC. It will be con-
sidered at the June meeting of the APF.

The idea is to produce thematic stamp al-
bums for each state and territory in Austra-
lia. Australia Post has authorised the use of
stamp images for the albums.

The albums are aimed at the junior collec-
tor, but adult collectors will find them inter-
esting as well' Stamps selected are modestly
priced so that cost is not an issue.

John Sadl er, the APFAQ
ment Officer, has been extremely suppor-
tive. He will have an article about the pro-
ject in the July issue of Stamp News. He is
encouraging other state bodies to develop
albums, with the help of collectors.

With APF endorsement, the albums will be
placed on the APF website, in the Youth sec-
tion, and will be available for downloading.

Nevertheless, their pages are very well pro-
duced, and well worth a look.
