Victorian Philatelic Council
Award of Merit

The Victorian Philatelic Association was formed
in 1952 by a group of mainly Melbourne
philatelists to develop a common voice and in-
terests for the benefit of all stamp collectors.

The first of a continuous series of Annual Con-
gresses was held in Geelong in 1954. From a
Congress discussion, it was agreed to recognise
deserving Victorian collectors for their state
wide service to philately.

VPC Award of Merit to Vic Walker August 2010

It is with great pleasure that the Victorian Philatelic Council (VPC) awards Vic Walker
the VPC Award of Merit for his many contributions to the development and support of or-
ganised philately.

Vic must fill a unique position with his role in the philatelic world. Not only is Vic one of
a selected few that has been a paid senior employee of a stamp dealer but has also been
involved in all areas of Philately.

Shortly after leaving school and entering the workforce he decided that his future lay with

his interest with stamps. Two of the largest high profile English stamp dealers were
quick to see his potential and offered him a job. Vic chose to work for the most recognised
stamp dealer in the world gaining a thorough knowledge of the industry working in all ar-

eas of their business around the World. When they decided to set up an office in Mel-
bourne in 1978 Vic was a natural choice and he quickly establish a highly successful busi-
ness. When the business was sold in 1991 Vic had been recognised for his skills, knowl-
edge and integrity and was in great deman
garded him as an icon and competed for his services. For the next fifteen years Vic
worked for many of the leading stamp dealers until ill health forced his early retirement.

exhibit of Postcards.

The VPC has also benefited from having Vic as a very active member where he served as
Treasure for many years; he also acted as Treasurer for the highly successful Melbourne
Stampshow 02.
